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AJ and I were walking outside at U of C looking for someone sitting around to do an evangelistic 
survey with.  Out of the corner of my eye I saw someone sitting on the lawn reading.  Since the pros-
pect of sharing my faith still strikes fear in me an excuse quickly shot through my mind, “oh he looks 
older, he’s probably a grad student, and they aren’ t really our main focus.”   AJ saw him as well and 
suggested we go talk to him, so we did. AJ is a student at Moody Bible Institute who spends about 8 
hours a week with us at U of C doing ministry.  I’d been training A.J. in evangelism so I had him go 
through the survey with this student.  Over the course of the survey we learned that Christian had 
grown up in the church but was searching for what he believed.  He didn’ t understand that one could 
have a personal relationship with Jesus.  After the survey we asked if he could share with him how he 
could know God personally and he said yes.  As we were taking through the gospel message, I could 
see that he had an eagerness to understand.  As we would share illustrations with him he would con-
tinually say, “wow, I really like that, I never heard it that way before.”   At the end Christian decided 
that he wanted to receive Christ as his personal savior and we prayed with him.  Since then A.J and I 
have been meeting with him to go through some follow-up Bible studies with him to ground him in 
his new faith.  It has been exciting to see already his eagerness as well as his quick understanding of 
scripture.
