            Michael travels around 

the country sharing his story 

about loosing a 15 year mar-

riage because of his addiction to 

pornography and how his rela-

tionship with Jesus helped him 

to overcome it.  Our staff and students worked hard to promote and set up Porn Nation events 

since last spring when we booked Michael to come to Chicago.  Campuses were covered with 

flyers and sidewalk chalk for the week leading up to the events.  The Facebook, a website that 

approximately 90% of college students use to network with their peers was used to promote and 

advertise the events as well.  Several of our movements partnered with other Christian groups 

on campus and several received funding from their school to bring Porn Nation to their campus. 

 

            In total about 800 Chicago students, including around 100 at both Loyola and the Uni-

versity of Chicago, campuses I work on,  attended Porn Nation events and were exposed to the 

Gospel through Michael’s story.  Please pray for us as we follow up with students who re-

sponded to the outreaches.
